He beat former Premier Lojze Pe-
terle in the presidential elections in 2007.

He is an erudite and recognised expert with
managerial capabilities, and heads the Latvian Associ-
ation of Traumatology and Orthopaedics. He holds the
Order of the Three Stars, fourth rank. He has never been
a Communist Party member and the Parliament elect-
ed him President of the country.

Vaclav HAVEL
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*1936

Uznavana moralni autorita, Cesky spisovatel a drama-
tik, viid¢i osobnost politickych zmén v listopadu 1989,
posledni prezeident Ceskoslovenska a prvni prezident
Ceské republiky. 1951 studoval obor chemicky laborant
a zaroven vecerné gymnazium. Kdyz mu nebylo umo-
néno studovat humanitni vétev VS, nastoupil na Eko-
nomickou fakultu CVUT, kterou opustil. Pracoval jako je-
vistni technik v Divadle ABC, od roku 1960 v Divadle Na
zabradli. Psal divadelni texty, v roce 1968 byl predse-
dou Klubu nezavislych spisovatelil a ¢lenem Klubu an-
gazovanych nestranik(i, pisobil téZ v mési¢niku Tvar.
V lednu 1977 publikoval Chartu 77, jejimz byl mluvéim
a 1979 byl spoluzakladatelem Vyboru na ochranu ne-
spravedlivé stihanych. Za své postoje byl nékolikrat véz-
nén. Zakazané texty vydalo nakladatelstvi Rowohlt
v Reibeku. 1989 byl spoluautorem petice Nékolik vét,
stal se vedoucim predstavitelem Ob&anského féra
a 1993-2003 byl zvolen prezidentem.

Recognised moral authority, Czech writer and playwright,
one of the first spokesmen of Charter 77, leading per-
sonality of the November 1989 political changes, the last
President of Czechoslovakia and the first President of the
Czech Republic. In 1951 he entered into a four-year ap-
prenticeship as a chemical laboratory assistant and si-
multaneously took evening classes to complete his sec-
ondary education (which he did in 1954). For political rea-
sons he was not accepted into any post-secondary school
with a humanities program; therefore, he opted to study
at the Faculty of Economics of Czech Technical Univer-
sity. He left this program after two years. Following his
return from two years of military service, he worked as
a stage technician — first at ABC Theatre, and then, in
1960, at Theatre on the Balustrade. He began writing
plays at the age of twenty years. In 1968, he was Chair-
man of the Circle of Independent Writers and member
of the Club of Committed Non-party Members, and wrote
for the monthly Tvar. In 1975 wrote an open critical let-
ter to President Gustav Husak, in January 1977 published
the Charter 77 of which he was a spokesman, and in
1979 was a co-founder of Committee for the Defense
of the Unjustly Prosecuted. He was imprisoned several
times for his beliefs. Havel’s works banned in this coun-
try were published by the Rowohlt publishing house
in Reibek. In 1989, he was a co-author of the Several Sen-
tences petition, became a leading representative of the
Civic Forum, and was elected President. He was the first
President of the Czech Republic in 1993-2003.

1968 vysvécen na knéze v Ceskych Budgjovicich, kde
se stal sekretafem biskupa Hloucha. Z politickych di-
vodl byl preloZen na Sumavu do LaZi§té a Zablati (1971)
a 1972 do Rozmital pod TremSinem. 1978 byl zbaven
statniho souhlasu k vykonu knézské sluzby. V Praze pra-
coval jako my¢ oken a archivar ve Statni bance ¢esko-
slovenské. Knézské povolani vykonaval tajné. 1989 se
opét stal farafem mj. v Zihobcich a Bukovniku. 1990 byl
jmenovén Biskupem Ceskobudg&jovickym a 1991 Arci-
biskupem prazskym a primasem ¢eskym a nakonec 1994
jmenovan kardinalem. Je nositelem mnoha ocenéni.
Miloslav VIk graduated from a secondary school in 1952
and did manual work at the Motor Union factory in Ceské
Budéjovice. He ended compulsory military service in
1955 and was admitted to the Faculty of Philosophy of
Charles University in Prague, to read for an Archivist de-
gree. After graduation in 1960, he was an archivist in
District Archives, in turn in Trebon, Jindfich(v Hradec
and Ceské Budgjovice where he became Director of the
District and Municipal Archives. From 1964 he studied
at the Cyril and Methodius Faculty of Theology in Lito-
méfice, was consecrated as priest on 23 June 1968 in
Ceskeé Budgjovice where he served as secretary of Bish-
op Josef Hlouch. For political reasons, he was transferred
to LaziSté a Zablati in the Bohemian Forest in 1971, and
in 1972 to Rozmital pod Tfems§inem. In 1978, he was de-
prived of state consent to perform priestly services, and
went to Prague where he worked as a window clean-
er and later as archivist of the then Czechoslovak State
Bank. He also operated as an underground priest. In
1989, he could exercise his priestly service again, among
other places in Zihobce and Bukovnik. In 1990, he be-
came the Bishop of Ceské Budgjovice and in 1991 the
Archbishop of Prague and Primate of Bohemia, and Car-
dinal in 1994. He is the holder of many awards.

Pobyval u pfibuznych v Némecku, kde pracoval
v bankéach v Hamburku a Berling, pozdgji i v parizské Na-
rodni bance. 1933 ziskal kvalifikaci pilota. BEéhem do-
volené v roce 1938 se v Praze zapojil do zachrany 669
Zidovskych déti pred transporty do koncentracniho ta-
bora. Az do zacatku valky jim pomahal vycestovat do An-
glie, kde na né ¢ekaly adoptivni rodiny. V roce 1942 na-
stoupil do RAF, ale kvli slabému zraku z(istal v admi-
nistrativni sféfe.

British stockbroker and humanitarian. He attended an
elementary school in Hampstead and continued stud-
ies at the Stowe School during which he was volun-
teering at the Military Bank. He stayed with relatives in
Germany and worked for banks in Hamburg and Berlin
and later for the National Bank in Paris. He qualified for
a pilot’s licence in 1933. While on a holiday in Prague
in 1938, he established an organisation to save 669 Jew-
ish children from transports to concentration camps. Un-
til World War Il broke out, he had been arranging for them
to go to England and their adoptive families. He joined
the RAF in 1942, but served in administration due to his
weak vision. After 1945 he returned to his banking ca-
otisk dlané Sira Wintona handprint of Sir Winton (28 x 22 cm) reer. His humanitarian achievements became known as
late as 1988 when his wife Greta found in the attic a
detailed scrapbook with the list of the rescued children
and showed it to historian Elizabeth Maxwell who
arranged Winton’s meeting with them. Winton was
awarded the T. G. Masaryk Order by Vaclav Havel In 1998,
and in 2002 knighted by Queen Elizabeth II.
